
Directions to Motorpoint Arena Cardiff 

From M4 Westbound  

via M5, A48/M48, M50/A40/A449 - North, East, Midlands and South 

Leave M4 at Junction 29 - the exit for A48M - follow signs for Cardiff (E & S)/Caerdydd (Dn & D) 

Continue onto Eastern Ave/A48 

Take the A4232 exit towards Cardiff (E)/Caerdydd (Dn) / Docks/Dociau 

At the roundabout, take the 1st exit onto Southern Way/A4161/A4232 

Use the left 2 lanes to take the A4161 slip road to City Centre/Canol y Ddinas 

At the roundabout, take the 2nd exit onto A4161 

Continue along A4161/Newport Rd 

Turn left onto Glossop Road 

Turn rights onto Moira Terrace 

Use two left lanes to merge onto Adam Street/A4160 

Continue on Adam Street* 

After the railway bridge continue on Bute Terrace 

Take first right onto Mary Ann Street 

Motorpoint Arena is on the right 

 

Directions to car parks: 

*If you want to park in the Adam Street NCP, turn left onto Garth Street 

*If you want to park in the Pellett Street NCP, turn left onto Pellett Street (just before the railway

Leave M4 at Junction 33 - the exit for A4232 - follow signs for Cardiff West/Gorllewin Caerdydd 

At the roundabout, take the 3rd exit onto A4232 heading to Cardiff West/Gorllewin Caerdydd / 

Barry/Y Barri / Airport/Maes Awyr/ Penarth 

Continue along A4232 

At the roundabout, take the 1st exit onto A4234 heading to M4 E / City Centre/Canol y Ddinas / 

County Hall/Neuadd y Sir / Atlantic Wharf/Glanfa Iwerydd 

At the roundabout, take the 2nd exit onto Central Link/A4234 

Continue along Central Link 

Turn right onto Adam Street/A4160 

Continue on Adam Street* 

After the railway bridge continue on Bute Terrace 

Take first right onto Mary Ann Street 

Motorpoint Arena is on the right
