Supine position - Advice and demonstration of the use of additional cushions/pillows to maintain alignment of  the trunk and lower limbs in supine. Head raised slightly by pillow fixed under sheet to avoid reflux.�
Supine position - Sleep system in situ using small bilateral trunk and hip brackets. Also small roll under knees and knee separator and heel cushion. Continue with pillow under sheet and cot sides.�
