PLEASE NOTE: THE RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE ACCURACY OF REFERENCES RESTS ENTIRELY WITH THE AUTHOR(S).

We use a modified version of the author-date (Harvard) system, with minimal punctuation.

Within the text of the article, include the citation after the sentence, or part of a sentence, that the citation supports, as follows: 

(Cousins & Clarke 2006)

If more than 2 authors:

(Cousins et al 2008)

Then list them at the end of your article as described below, using the en dash (–) at the start of every reference used.
Please format the reference list text in 11 point Cambria (Times New Roman is acceptable if Cambria is not available).

List references alphabetically with the individual elements in this order:  

Author. (Date) Title. Publisher, Place of publication.

EXAMPLES:

Book:

– Author’s Surname Initials. (Year of publication) Title. Edition (if not the first). Publisher, Place of publication.

– Bogduk NR. (1997) Clinical anatomy of the lumbar spine and sacrum. 3rd ed. Churchill Livingstone, New York.

Book chapter or contribution:

– Chapter author’s Surname Initials. (Year of publication) Title of the chapter. In: Initials Surname (of book author or editor, in which case follow by ed. or eds.). Title of the book. Publisher, Place of publication.

– Lewis R. (2003) Physiotherapy in rheumatology. In: S Porter, ed. Tidy’s physiotherapy.  Butterworth Heinemann, Edinburgh.

Journal article:  (use commonly accepted abbreviations of journal titles, e.g. JAMA or BMJ)

–Author’s Surname Initials. (Year of publication) Title of the article. Title of the journal. Volume number:issue number, page numbers of the article.

– Cousins S, Clarke R. (2006) Improvements to matrix seating: technical and clinical developments. Technology and disability. 18:3, 9-13.

Internet:

– Author’s Surname Initials or Organisation.  (Date last updated) Title. (online) Publisher and place of publication if applicable. Available at: URL, accessed date.
